Arykanda (Aruwakanda): architectural ensemble
of the Hellenic-Roman city in the mountains of Lycian Taurus

n 168 BCE — 43 CE, in the southwestern part of Asia Minor

there was a unique military and political association of cities

known as the Lycian League. It was located on the territory
of the ancient country of Lycial. At the beginning of the 1st century
CE, the Lycian League included 23 cities, scattered along
the Mediterranean coast and in the mountains of Lycian Taurus
(Strabo, XIV, III, 2—4, 9). By that time the Lycian cities had long
been Hellenized and partly Romanized, and their architectural
appearance already fully corresponded to the typical Mediterranean
cities of the Pax Romana.

The influence of the Hellenic-Roman culture is clearly visible
in the example of the settlement of Arykanda. It should be noted
that the more ancient oikonym Aruwakanda in Luwian means “place
near a high cliff”. The remains of the city are located in the Bey
Mountains, 32 km from the seashore; 1 km from the Elmali—Finike
road and the modern village of Arif. The ruins are concentrated
on a steep southern slope of the Sahinkaya (in antiquity — Embolos);
on five artificial terraces, spaced at an altitude of 710 to 820 m.
All the terraces offer an exceptionally beautiful mountain-forest
panorama opens up, which is why Arykanda was called the “Lycian
Delphi”.

! This is now the territory of the provinces of Antalya, Mugla and Burdur
in modern Tiirkiye. In the Lycian language, the country was called Trimis.
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At the highest point of the rock is a watchtower (902 m). This
tower and the walls of the acropolis were the only fortifications
in the city. Residential and public buildings in the Arykanda rose
on high artificial terraces. Their supporting monumental walls
were themselves powerful fortifications. On the lowest terrace
stood the city gate decorated with image of a Lion and a building
for the production of wine and olive oil. Of great interest
is the architectural complex “Nal Tepesi”. In ancient times, it was
erected as a sanctuary of the god Hermes. Under Emperor Trajan
(98-117 CE), the building was rebuilt into baths.

The second terrace of Arykanda was more representative.
The city buildings here stretch from west to east for about 1.5 km,
at an altitude of 720 to 750 m. Among them, the architectural
complexes of four Roman villas, the Small Baths of the 4th century CE
and the Christian basilica of the late 4th century stand out. Almost
in the center of the second terrace are the ruins of the Traianeum,
a large temple complex dedicated to Emperor Trajan. Another
building was dedicated to Emperor Septimius Severus (193-211 CE)
and his family.

On the right side of the second terrace is an area of Roman
buildings of the 2nd — 3rd centuries CE with a large Gymnasium,
the Great Baths and the Eastern Necropolis. A ceremonial road
led to its territory; in fact, it was a real “city of the dead” with
many monumental tombs and sarcophagi. In the forest to the east
of the necropolis, mausoleums of the Arykandian nobility have been
preserved.

At an altitude of 770-790 m there is a third terrace. In the
2nd century CE, the State Agora was built on the terrace,
in the center of which was the Temple of Tyche. During the reign
of Emperor Hadrian (117-138 CE), a monumental Odeon was built
in the northern part of the agora. On three sides, the State Agora
was surrounded by a wooden portico with a mosaic floor, built
in the 4th century. To the west of the State Agora was adjacent
to the complex of buildings of the Prytaneion. To the northwest
of the Prytaneion were another, “Hanging baths”, built on a steep
slope.
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The inhabitants climbed comfortable stone stairs from the Odeon
to the fourth terrace, to the theatre (altitude 800 m). Its cavea
(56 m wide) was carved into the thickness of the mainland rock
in the middle of the 1st century BCE; the width of the orchestra
was 17.18 m. The cavea had 20 rows of seats, and could accommodate
up to 3,000 inhabitants of Arykanda. The theater was badly
damaged by the earthquake of 141 CE, but was restored with the help
of the Lycian “evergetes” Opramoas of Rhodiapolis and Jason
of Cyanea.

Probably, in the middle of the 2nd century CE, the stadium
of Arykanda was also restored. It is located on the fifth terrace
(altitude 810 m). Due to the great height of the supporting wall
of the terrace, stone stands were built only on the northern
side. The stadium was only 106 m long, and 17 m wide; it could
accommodate up to 3,000 spectators. In the northwestern part
of the stands, a sanctuary was built for the patron of athletes —
the god Hercules.

The fourth and fifth terraces in the northwestern part
of Arykanda could be reached by walking along a convenient
road from the theater. The western part of the fourth terrace
is the Hellenistic agora (altitude 800 m). In the Roman era, it turned
into a well-appointed commercial center, as evidenced by a long row
of 14 shops along the northern edge. On the left side of the agora
there is a huge, rectangular, underground cistern, where a critical
supply of water was stored in case of a siege of the city.

The fifth terrace of Arykanda (810-820 m high) dominates
the Commercial Agora. Directly above the cistern rise the ruins
of the Sebasteion, the Bouleuterion and the city archive. In the center
of the terrace, stood the architectural dominant of the Hellenistic
Arykanda — the white marble Temple of Helios on Embolos.
In 141 CE, the temple was destroyed; then rebuilt, and destroyed
again by the earthquake of 240 CE.

In the 3rd — 1st centuries BCE, on the slope of the rocky hill
Embolos, on the site of the Lycian settlement of Aruwakanda,

the Hellenistic city of Arykanda arose. In the 2nd — 3rd centuries
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CE, Roman engineers supplemented the architectural ensemble
by building the State Agora, Odeon, Traianeum, Aqueduct, Great
and Small Baths, Gymnasium and Eastern Necropolis. These
monumental buildings testify to the glory, wealth and prosperity
of Arykanda during the Roman period of the city’s history.

his paper aims to systematize arguments for a more

precise dating of an epigram from Mesambria Pontica

(modern Nessebar). The epigram is particularly
interesting due to its mention of numerous battles with the “odious
Bessi”, in which the deceased, Ariston, one of the archons
of Mesambria, actively participated (Figure 1). In previous studies,
its historical interpretation has most frequently been associated
with possible migrations of the Bessi at the end of the 1st century
BC; there is also the opinion that in this case “Bessi” may serve
as a designation for Thracians in general.

The epigraphic monument lacks elements that would allow
for an exact dating. In such cases, two approaches can be employed
to achieve a more precise estimate, which are designated here
as traditional and modern. The first emphasizes the paleographic
characteristics of the inscription, while the second relies
on the attribution of the text to a specific period using artificial
intelligence.

Traditional dating often depends on the researcher’s personal
observations, following some generally accepted rules — one
of which is the comparison of letter forms. For example, another
interesting inscription, also from Mesambria, mentions M. Terentius
Varro Lucullus, who fought in Thrace in 72 — 71 BC, and this forms
the basis for its dating (IGBulg., 12: 314). The form of the letters
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in that inscription closely resembles those of the epigram
under consideration in the present work. Unfortunately, there
is no certified method for verifying such similarities, which may
leave room for doubt among critical scholars, even though the author
of the present lines is convinced that both inscriptions date from
approximately the same time.

Artificial intelligence has undergone rapid development
in recent years and will undoubtedly find broader applications
in historical research in the future. One particularly useful
tool is Ithaca (https://predictingthepast.com/), which matches
a given text with a large database of ancient inscriptions, thereby
enabling the assignment of the text to a specific time period. This
tool suggests a possible date for the epigram within any decade
of the 1st century BC, but with a slightly higher probability
for the period between 90 and 80 BC.

The above considerations make it plausible to accept the most
probable dating of the epigram as around the time of Lucullus’
campaign in Thrace, possibly even before his march. This places
the monument in a completely different historical context than
previously assumed.

Above all, the mention of the Bessi in the text is unquestionable,
as the inhabitants of Mesambria must have known their neighbors
well and distinguished the Bessi from the other Thracian tribes.
The Bessi are noted by Ovid as neighbors of Tomis (Ovid. Tr., 3.10.5;
4.1.67) and, though more vaguely, are also mentioned in relation
to Pontus by Strabo (Strabo, 7.5.12). It is therefore not surprising
that they were also neighbors of Mesambria.

It is worth noting that Mesambria is mentioned in relation
to Lucullus’ campaign only by Appian (App. Illyr., 30), and only
among the six Greek cities bordering Moesia. There is no indication
that the Romans fought against Mesambria. The contents
of the inscription and other available written sources suggest that
the Bessi were once enemies of both Mesambria and Rome. This
may explain the different treatment of Mesambria by Lucullus

compared to that of other West Pontic cities.

The Antique city of Achinos in Fthiotida:
A Brief Historical and Archaeological Overview

at the foot of Othrys, near the northern shores
of the Maliakos Gulf. Its location, on the borders
of ancient Achaia Fthiotis and Malis, was of strategic importance

The antique city of Achinos (Exivo¢ or Exwvoug), is built

for the control of the coastal road that connected Thessaly with
southern Hellas. The fertile soil, abundant water and good climate
that contributed decisively to the continuous habitation of Achinos
from prehistoric times to the present day, were praised by ancient
writers and scholars.

The oldest written sources for the city date back to the late
5th century BC (Hdt., 1.56; Strabo, 1.60 / 9.433, 435, 442; Arist.
Lys., 1169). The first traces of habitation in Achinos date back
to the Middle Bronze Age. From the Mycenaean era, the only
find is a cist tomb from the Late Helladic IIB period. The city
extended at the foot of the easternmost of the two hills occupied
by the present-day village and was surrounded by a fortified
enclosure, which was connected to the wall of the acropolis
that crowns the top of the hill. The enclosure is built according
to the isodomic rectangular system, from which the eastern tower
survives to this day, and dates back to the 4th century BC. The wall
of the lower city survives at two points on its eastern side. On a plot
of land where the wall of the lower city is still visible, a Macedonian
type vaulted tomb was excavated in 2024.
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The fortification of Achinos belongs to a group of fortresses
built by Epaminondas during the Theban hegemony to control
the sea routes. When Philip IT intervened in the affairs of southern
Hellas, recognizing the strategic importance of the city, he wrested
it from the Thebans and ceded it to the Malians (342 BC), in order
to facilitate his passage through Thermopylae (Dem. Philippic 3.34).
Planning to secure the road to Lamia and from there to Athens
and Euboea, Philip V chose the coastal route to the east, which led
from Halos and Echinos.

After a siege, he captured the city of Echinos, which was an ideal
place for the installation of his garrison as well as for the supply
of his army, wresting it from the Aetolians in the year 210 BC
(Polyb., 9. 39.6—41.6). According to Livy (26.24, 27.30.3)
the Aetolians had already concluded an alliance agreement with
the Romans (there was already a Roman fleet in the Aegean)
and tried without success to break the siege of Echinos). Philip V
evacuated garrison of the city in 197 BC after his defeat at Kynos
Kephales.

Apart from the wall, the other archaeological findings consist
of remains of public and private buildings Hellenistic and Roman
era, located on the southern slope of the acropolis hill, and of tombs
from the city’s cemetery, which is confined to the low hill
immediately to the west and to the plains south of it. The burial
use of the site begins in the 5th century BC and continues until
the first post-Christian centuries. The majority of the tombs
belong to the 2nd and 1st centuries BC. The quality of the findings
that emerged from the investigation of the burial complexes
prove the importance of the settlement as a center of cultural
and economic development from classical to Roman times.

Among the public buildings, a two-story building from the end
of the 4th century BC, is noted, to which additions were made
in Roman times after its destruction, from which comes a votive
relief from the end of the 4th — beginning of the 3rd century BC
depicting a mother’s thanksgiving sacrifice to the goddess
Artemis Eileithyia for the good outcome of her childbirth. Further
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south of the upper building, remains of a Hellenistic building
and a rectangular pedestal of a syntagma were found, and further
northeast, a Roman-era monument. Among the private buildings,
a large building is noted, in which, after its destruction and repair,
evidence was found that testifies to the operation of a metallurgical
workshop on site. On the southern slope of the western hill,
avineyard of the 2nd century BC was discovered. The city apparently
experienced great prosperity during the Roman era, to which
the well-known dedication of the Echinaeans to the Roman naval
general Gnaeus Octavius in 168/7 BC dates back (SEG 25.642).

Achinos is mentioned as the seat of a bishopric during the 5th
and 6th centuries. Over the centuries, the walls, like the other
buildings, suffered damage, mainly from strong earthquakes that
struck the area during the 5th and 3rd centuries BC, and the 3rd
and 6th centuries AD. For this reason, it underwent many repairs.
According to Procopius, its walls were renovated by Justinian,
but it suffered great destruction during the earthquake of 551
and the tidal wave that followed (Procop. De bellis, VIII 25, 19;
De aed., IV 3,5). As a location have survived into the middle
Byzantine period, among the cities of the province of Thessaly
and as a bishopric it continues to be mentioned in episcopal lists.

Scattered architectural members have been identified
in houses in the village, while a section of a mosaic floor was
identified in the foundations of the church of Agios Athanasios
at the Perivolaki location. During a rescue excavation on a plot
of land, a building with three rooms and a I-shaped mosaic
was discovered. Its decoration presents continuous squares
and rectangular compartments with geometric, plant and animal
themes. In the central space, a rhombus contains a gammadion
crucis, framed by four dolphins. It probably dates to the 6th century
AD.

1887-1891 studiowat filologie klasyczng na Uniwersytecie
Jagielloniskim, a nastepnie na niemieckich uniwersytetach
w Berlinie i w Getyndze (lata 1892-1894). W 1893 r. Witkowski
uzyskat na UJ doktorat na podstawie rozprawy De vocibus hybrydis
apud antiquos poetas Romanos. Uroczysta promocja odbyta sie
sub auspiciis Imperatoris (tj. pod auspicjami cesarza Franciszka
Jozefa I). Przez pewien czas nauczal jezykéw klasycznych
w gimnazjach w Krakowie i w Brodach, pdzniej pelnit funkcje
referenta pomocniczego Rady Szkolnej Krajowej we Lwowie u boku
Michata Bobrzynskiego.

W 1898 r. Witkowski habilitowal sie we Lwowie na podstawie
pracy Prodromus grammaticae papyrorum Graecarum aetatis
Lagidarum. W 1902 r. objat na Uniwersytecie Lwowskim katedre
filologii klasycznej (grecka), zrazu jako profesor nadzwyczajny,
a od 1905 r. — jako profesor zwyczajny. Z uczelnia ta byl zwiazany
zawodowo az do momentu przejscia na emeryture w 1935 r. Pelnit
na niej wiele funkecji akademickich, z godnoscig rektora UJK
na czele (rok akademicki 1930/31).

Witkowski byl przede wszystkim filologiem klasycznym, w tym
zwlaszcza hellenistg, jednak nie tracit z pola widzenia innych nauk
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o starozytnosci, tj. historii starozytnej, archeologii, epigrafiki oraz
papirologii. Byl autorem kilkuset opracowan naukowych, w tym
kilku istotnych monografii (m.in. Historjografja grecka i nauki
pokrewne, t. 1-3, Krakow 1925-1927; Parnstwo greckie, Warszawa
1938; Kleopatra, Lwow 1939). Nalezal do Polskiej Akademii
Umiejetnosci, Polskiego Towarzystwa Filologicznego (ktérego
byt dlugoletnim prezesem) i Towarzystwa Naukowego we Lwowie.
Brat udziat w licznych kongresach naukowych w Polsce i poza jej
granicami.

Witkowskiego ceniono za rzetelno$¢ przygotowywanych
odczytow, cho¢ z drugiej strony niezbyt lubiano z uwagi na ,,sucho$¢”
wyktadéw i duze wymagania wobec studentéw oraz surowosc
w trakcie egzamindéw. Do jego lwowskich uczniow nalezeli: Jan
(Iwan) Demianczuk, Marian Auerbach, Franciszek Smolka, Jan
Smereka, Jozef Kobow (Kobiw), Jan Oko, Jan Parandowski.

Tuz przed wybuchem wojny Witkowski wyjechal ze Lwowa
do Warszawy. OKkres okupacji spedzit w Szczytach koto
Biatobrzegéw. Z przyczyn oczywistych po wojnie do Lwowa juz
nie powrocil i zamieszkal na state w Warszawie. Nadal duzo pisat
i publikowat. Zmart 2 X 1950 r. w Warszawie.

Niewatpliwie uczony nalezal do grona najwybitniejszych polskich
badaczy antyku. Wraz z Zygmuntem Weclewskim i Ludwikiem
Cwiklinskim jest uwazany za twoérce tzw. lwowskiej szkoty
filologicznej, ktora odegrata znaczaca role w rozwoju tej dyscypliny
w Polsce. Z tego tez powodu postac Stanistawa Witkowskiego, dzi$
juz nieco zapomniana, zastuguje na przypomnienie i na nasza

pamiec.

Wicker Goods as a Commaodity in the Byzantine Market
of the 4th—9th Centuries

he sources unequivocally confirm that a wide variety

of baskets, mats, containers, nets, and other products

made from reed and flexible shrubs, as well as willow,
vine, and palm branches remained one of the most commonly
traded goods in Byzantium, with a demand that was enormous
and unceasing, persisting from century to century.

The common small basket, especially for bread, was called
TO KAveov, kK&velov, or TO kKaviokiov, although by the 10th century,
it had already changed its strictly domestic and utilitarian
purpose. It is noteworthy that any woven mat made of reed was
similarly called 6 kavng. Theodoret of Cyrrhus mentioned a small
basket, 6 ko@wig, in his works. In Byzantine Egypt, the term
TO paAdxiov was most commonly used for small baskets and wicker
bags, which were made from palm leaves (oi OaAloi, TO BaAdiov,
BaAAiveitov, 0 @owikwv) due to the climate conditions. The late 5th—
early 6th century Paterika preserved information about another
type of basket pavvadwv (pavvadiov), while Hermias Sozomenos
mentioned 1} capydavn, a type of net-like «netted bag» woven from
ropes. Finally, the needs of land transport and freight shipments
constantly supported the demand for large baskets, crates —
TakavOAia, which were particularly well-suited for transportation

using pack animals. They were also traditionally used for crushing
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grapes with the feet while simultaneously filtering the juice from
the pomace.

The production of wicker goods for sale was practiced
by anyone who wished to and had mastered the craft. According
to Zacharias Rhetor, even deposed Patriarchs and archbishops,
such as Timothy Ailuros, the Bishop of Alexandria, were forced
to live in exile for a long time, «... by the work of their hands,
weaving wicker baskets and selling them,» which, of course,
did not exclude numerous specialists — professionals in this
field, known as psiafai (0 YaBdg), mentioned in hagiographical
literature and papyrus commercial documents.

The etymology of the name for such specialists sometimes
derived from the main product of their craft. Thus, in one
of the papyri from the years 709-710, the basket maker was referred
to as 0 kavdag. Moreover, hagiographical sources assert that basket
weavers, regardless of their status, made efforts to seek profitable
markets, including distant ones.

Wicker items, expanding the nomenclature of the corresponding
goods, included reed sandals as well as fishing nets, which
could be made by the fishermen themselves, although sometimes
they were produced by specialized craftsmen of this type,
as was the case, for example, in the Monastery of Stoudios
in the early 9th century. Both men and women engaged in this
craft, as evidenced by examples such as Irene, a skilled
Constantinopolitan weaver mentioned in the Life of Saint Luke
the Stylite (c. 879-979).

Quantitative analysis reveals that among simple Byzantine
crafts, this was one of the most profitable, capable of earning
two to three solidi for a month’s work. For example, particularly
ornate and skillfully crafted baskets were sold in early Byzantine
Egypt for 100—200 obols, which amounted to nearly a gold solidus
(based on an exchange rate of 180—200 folles per solidus). One
of the early ascetics of Sinai, Silvanus (Silouan), exchanged
100 simple baskets — «sieves» for lentils — for a load of bread
carried on a donkey brought by an Egyptian. A donkey’s load
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typically consisted of 40 kg of grain (5—6 modii). In barter trade,
the price of one basket was equivalent to 400 g of bread — two small,
standard loaves, each worth no less than 3 copper coins. This means
the monetary value of a basket maker’s production exceeded one
and a half gold solidi (one solidus and 8 miliarensia). Based on this,
a value estimate can be made for the similar production of St.
Sabbas the Sanctified (50 baskets in five days), whose daily income
as a craftsman amounted to approximately 30 copper coins, a weekly
earning of 10 miliarensia, and a monthly income of three solidi with
a gold tremissis. It is known that Abba Luke (Loucius), mentioned
in the supplement to the work of Palladius of Galatia, earned
16 copper coins daily for his work, which amounted to approximately
one solidus and 9 miliarensia per month. For many craftsmen, not
to mention hired laborers, such an income was, at best, the «upper
limit» of their monthly profit «kerdos», highlighting the notable
economic importance of this craft.
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Byzantine-mongol relations in the context of political
and a military conflicts in the Mongol empire
in the 60s of the XIll century

fter the completion of the Great Western Campaign

of Conquest led by Batu (1227-1255/1256) and the death

of the great Khan Ogedei (1229-1241), a political crisis
occurs in the Mongol Empire as a whole, and in individual uluses
in particular, the consequence of which was the internecine war
of the Genghisids — the heirs of Genghis Khan. It is worth noting
that not only the political, but also the military and psychological
situation in the Mongol Empire in the late 50s — the 60s, was sharply
different from the situation that was in its heyday — in the 20-30s
of the XIII century. Centrifugal tendencies in a huge multinational
state were noticeably increasing, and calls for pan-Mongol unity
were finding less and less response.

Currently, in the scientific circles dealing with the problems
of medieval history in the East, a special place is occupied
by the consideration of the events of the 60s of the XIII century,
namely the conflict between the Horde ruler Berke (1257-1266)
and Ilkhan Hulagu (1261-1265) — the first civil war between
the Ulus in the Mongol Empire. According to the researchers,

the reason for this war was the disputed territories, first of all,
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of Azerbaijan, Iran and the Seljuk Sultanate, which the Jochi Ulus
lost as a result of the hostile policy of the grandsons of Genghis
Khan, the khagans of the Mongol Empire Guyuk (1246-1248)
and Munke (1251-1259).

Archaeological studies in comparison with written materials
give reason to believe that by 1262-1263 Berke and Hulagu
had already made several raids on each other’s possessions.
According to the analysis of Arab-Persian sources, both sides
suffered significant losses and needed to attract additional funds
and resources. Based on this, Berke entered into an alliance
with a powerful Middle Eastern power — the Mamluk Sultanate,
and Hulagu enlisted the support of the Byzantine Empire. Despite
the fact that a huge number of scientific papers have been devoted
to this conflict, the issue of Mongol-Byzantine relations remains
poorly studied and deserves close attention.

According to the analysis of Byzantine written sources,
in particular the «Chronicles» of George the Acropolite,
the Romans in the second half of the XIII century were
in a difficult situation. According to a number of researchers,
including French researcher Charles Diehl and Soviet historian-
medievalist S. D. Skazkin, by the time of the creation of the Jochi
Ulus and the Hulaguid state, the Byzantine Empire had already
experienced its heyday and, restored in 1261 by Michael VIII
Palaiologos (1255-1282), could no longer play such a role in Europe
and Asia as in previous centuries. «Squeezed» between powerful
powers — the Horde, the Hulaguid state and the Mamluk Sultanate
in Egypt, the Byzantine Empire was forced to maneuver between
them.

British historian D. Harris notes that the Byzantine ruler
Michael VIII tried in every way to maintain good relations with
both Mongol states, as evidenced by the fact that the emperor
married both of his daughters to Mongol rulers. Also, the Armenian
chronicler of the XIII century Vardana mentions representatives
of the Byzantine clergy who came to Hulagu in July 1264 to bless

him. However, an analysis of the available written sources
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also indicates that the policy of Michael VIII was not always
appropriate. Thus, in the work of the Arab author Elmufaddal,
there is information that in the same 1264, for the sake of Hulag,
the Byzantine ruler detained the ambassadors of the Mamluk
Sultan of Egypt and Syria Az-Zahir Beybars I (1260-1277), who
were sent with letters and gifts to Berke. This embassy is mentioned
in other written sources, in particular, in the chronicle of Beybars,
the work of Ibn Abdezzahir, the chronicles of Shafi, the son of Ali
and Ibn Elforat. According to the analysis of information from
the «History» of George Pakhimer, in the same year, Emperor
Michael VIII also arrested the former vassal of the Juchi Ulus who
arrived in Byzantium and was replaced by the henchman of Hulagu,
the deposed Seljut sultan Izz ad-Din Kei-Kavus II.

A comparison of Arabic and ancient Rus sources indicates that
the above-mentioned incidents provoked the ruler of the Juchi
Ulus to announce a general mobilization and start a campaign
against Constantinople. In the Sofia first chronicle of the senior
squadron, there is data on the mobilization of the Rus population
into the Horde army: «A MmoJKoOM’B MOCIAHLIMB OBIBIIUMD IIOILIE-
HUTU KPECThAHBI, U Oe Ke Tor[a BeJnKa HysKa U OT IOTaHbIX, U I'0-
HAXYTHh JIOAU, BEIAXYTh CO COBOK BOMHBLCTBOBarTm». Analogical
information is also contained in the «Books of the Sedate Royal
Genealogy»: «Ilaku ke AUABOJ, He XOTA BUIETU XPUCTHUAHCTBA
B THUINIVHE U HAOCTPU 0e300:KHBIX Tarap HYAUTH XPUCTHUSAH, 1A BO-
WHCTBYIOT ¢ HUMH. W TOro pajgu mMpuAoIla OT HUX IOCJIBI HA Pych
C IapPeBBIM ITOBEJIEHUEM».

According to Arab sources, in 1265, the great-nephew
and commander Berke Nogai invaded northern Byzantium,
plundered the environs of Constantinople and almost captured
Michael VIII. The analysis of the chronicle news also indicates
that the result of the military action was the release of hostages,
the signing of a peace treaty and the receipt of a payoff in the form
of an annual tribute to the Horde ruler. However, as the German
historian B. Spuler noted at the time, relations between the Horde

and Byzantium remained tense for a long time.

Thus, based on the above, the following conclusions can
be drawn: firstly, during the period under review, Berke
and Hulagu were in dire need of additional funds, resources and,
first of all, political and military allies — the Mamluk Sultanate
and the Byzantine Empire; secondly, by the 60s of the XIII century
the Byzantine Empire had already experienced its heyday
and could not play such a role in Europe and Asia as in previous
centuries, however, the geographical location and political
situation in the East created favorable conditions for establishing
diplomatic contacts with the rulers of stronger powers —
the Hulaguid state and the Juchi Ulus; and thirdly, the role
and place of the Byzantine Empire in the political and military
conflicts of the Mongol Empire, first of all, the Horde ruler Berke
and Ilkhan Hulagu, cannot be determined unambiguously, since
the policy of Michael VIII, based on the traditional position towards
its neighbors, had a dual character and was not always statistically
correct.
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
